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The war in Afghanistan has been a tough challenge for RAE.  To date we have
lost nine Sappers and many wounded – some very badly.  Earlier this year
Sapper Curt McGrath from 6 Engineer Support Regiment was attached to 2
Combat Engineer Regiment on operations when he was wounded in
an Improvised Explosive Device blast. Largely thanks to the quick actions
of his mates and an outstanding casualty evacuation procedure he lived but
suffered the loss of both legs.  He’s currently in Royal Brisbane Hospital
where he’s recovering remarkably well. He knows the recovery process will
be long and hard but he’s focused and very positive.  The Defence community provides substantial
support to wounded soldiers and families.  However, there are always some needs that arise that are
costly and not covered by the ‘systems’ financial support.  On your behalf we have made a small
donation to Curt to help offset some of his financial concerns.

The Hon. Secretary received some feed back on my message in NTM July 2012 reference ex-Army
apprentices who served in the Squadron or RAE Tn units so here is a second go – Patrick Tanzer (4th),
Max Lockwood (8th), Philip (Eddie) Edstein, Frank Poole (10th), Allan Bensley (13th), Dan Goodall, Peter
Perry, Glenn Roberts (15th), Gordon Clout, Brian Clulow, Anthony Willson (19th), Danilo Diklich (20th),
Gerry Dunn (21st) and Carl Nobelius (22nd).

Some facts and figures from Wally Rotow (18th) who is in Central Army Records

Trades – 9,296 men and women enlisted into the Australian Army to serve as Army Apprentices.  1,783
were non-graduates which includes 25 apprentices who died whilst at AAS.  Of these 446 non-graduates
went on to serve in the Regular Army.  There were 7,513 graduates.

Many Army Apprentices have participated on overseas operational service, both warlike and non-
warlike.  Some have been on multiple operations – the number of individual Apprentices who have
partaken in all twenty three operations totals 2,561 including Korea (34), Malaya (271), Borneo (198),
Thai/Malay Border (39), Vietnam (1,125).

762 Army Apprentices have reached officer rank.  This includes 36 non-graduates.  There have been 6
padres (2 from 16th) and 711 WO1s and 765 WO2s.  In the higher ranks there has been 1 x Lieutenant
General, 5 x Brigadiers, 21 x Colonels and 109 x Lieutenant Colonels.

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VIETNAM VETERANS' DAY - SCHOOL OF MILITARY ENGINEERING
18 August 2012

On Saturday 18 August 2012 the commemorative service for Vietnam Veterans' Day was held at
the School of Military Engineering. it was the 46th anniversary of the battle of Long Tan. It was
a fine and sunny day but still quite cold.  There was a good attendance with about 80 people all
up. Many ex-sappers were there as well as families and friends. The service was conducted by
WO1 Peter Allen, OAM (Rtd) and supported by the CO of SME, Lieutenant Colonel Allan
Hollink.  SME provided the Chaplain and Catafalque Party, and the Australian Army Band -

On 5
May 1964 AV1353 Harry Chauvel and AV1355 Vernon Sturdee left Woolwich for operational
service in Borneo. The two LSMs were loaded with heavy plant and equipment for 7 Field
Squadron. The main body of that unit along with its vehicles and stores would depart Sydney on
HMAS Sydney two weeks later.

To commemorate the 50th anniversary of this deployment there are two functions proposed in
2014. One will be a Commemoration Service and Anniversary Dinner in Sydney on 24 and 25

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EXERCISE PHYSIOLOGY

DVA has been participating in exercise physiology for some time.  I think the reason
is that it is cheaper to get veterans as fit and healthy as possible than have them sick
and in constant medical care. Exercise physiology can contribute to the management
of:

* diabetes
* cardiovascular disease
* osteoporosis
* arthritis
* cancer, and
* muscular conditions of a chronic nature

If you have a DVA gold card they will pay for these services through DVA
arrangements that meet your clinical needs.

If you have a DVA white card (specific conditions) DVA will pay for exercise
physiology services that are required because of an accepted war or service caused
injury or disease, where a white card has been issued for:

* malignant cancer
* pulmonary tuberculosis
* post traumatic stress disorder (PTSD, or
* anxiety and /or depression (whether war caused or not)

DVA will provide treatment for clinical needs related to these conditions.

To get access to these services you must be referred to an exercise physiologist who
treats members of the veteran community by accepting the gold or white card. The
referral should come from a doctor.

Lieutenant Colonel John Merrick, a long time identity
of RAE (Tn), passed away in Canberra
on 6 August 2012 after a battle with cancer. A
graduate of the first course at The Officer Cadet
School Portsea,  in June 1952, John was one of the
early Regular Officers to be posted to the then
expanding Transportation Service.

His early career included postings with National
Service Training Battalions and regular RAE Units,
before attending the then “Long Transportation
Course” at Chowder Bay. As a “Trainee Navigator” he
was a member of the commissioning crews of the first
two LSM’s in Japan and the subsequent passage back
to Australia. Various Water Transport postings
followed, including a short period as Master of “AV
Tarra” in the waters of Papua New Guinea and OC of
4 Water Transport Troop.
